ESSENTIAL UNDERSTANDINGS:
Students will understand that a democracy relies on people’s responsible participation.
Students will understand that who gets to participate has changed over time and continues to
change. Students will understand that “responsible participation” has different definitions
depending on point of view. Students will understand how rights and responsibilities affect
one another. Students will understand that to make a democracy strong people have to listen
to one another and keep in mind what is good for all people, not just themselves.
